Day 1
Arrival in Arusha | Gateway to Tanzania Safari Legends

Day 2
Arusha to Tarangire National Park | Elephant Kingdom Safari

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Safari Lodge near Tarangire

After breakfast, you will head to Tarangire National Park, a land characterized by its iconic baobab
trees and the Tarangire River. Known as the Elephant Kingdom, the park is home to massive herds
that gather along the water sources, making for spectacular wildlife viewing. Your first game drive
will focus on tracking these giants along with lions, leopards, and various bird species. As evening
approaches, you will enjoy a sunset photography session before heading to your lodge for dinner.

Tarangire to Serengeti National Park | Into the Endless Plains

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Luxury Safari Camp

Today you embark on a scenic journey into the world-famous Serengeti National Park. As you
transition from the hilly landscapes of the Rift Valley into the flat, golden savannahs, you will enjoy
en-route game viewing through the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. Arriving in the Serengeti in the
late afternoon, you will experience your first sunset game drive across the plains before settling into
your luxury tented camp. The evening concludes with dinner and conversation around a traditional
safari campfire.

Day 5
Serengeti to Ngorongoro | Scenic Highlands Journey

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Crater Rim Lodge

Following a morning game drive in the Serengeti, you will begin your ascent into the scenic
highlands of the Ngorongoro Conservation Area. The drive offers a dramatic change in scenery as
you move from the dry plains into lush, green volcanic landscapes. Along the way, you will see
Maasai herdsmen tending their livestock in traditional attire. You will arrive at a lodge situated on
the crater rim, offering breathtaking views of the caldera below as the sun sets over the highlands.

Day 6
Ngorongoro Crater Safari | Wildlife Eden Experience

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Safari Lodge in Karatu

Today you descend 600 meters into the Ngorongoro Crater, one of the world's most dense wildlife
sanctuaries. In this self-contained Eden, you have an excellent chance of spotting the endangered
black rhino alongside prides of lions and large pods of hippos. You will spend the day traversing the
crater floor and enjoy a scenic picnic lunch near a hippo pool. In the afternoon, you will ascend the
crater walls and head to the town of Karatu for a relaxing evening at a luxury lodge.

Day 7
Return to Arusha | End of Legendary Safari

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch

On your final day, you will enjoy a relaxed breakfast before driving back to Arusha. This scenic
return journey provides one last look at the beautiful Tanzanian landscapes. Upon reaching Arusha,
you will have time for a final safari debrief with your guide and a stop for souvenir shopping at local
markets or craft galleries. After a farewell lunch, you will be transferred to Kilimanjaro International
Airport for your departure flight or your next destination.



Frequently Asked Questions

When is the best time to see the Great Migration on this itinerary?

The migration is a seasonal event. Generally, the herds are in the Southern Serengeti from January to March
during calving season and in the Northern Serengeti from July to October during river crossings. We
customize the Serengeti camp location based on your travel dates to give you the best possible chance of
seeing the herds.

What kind of vehicles are used for the game drives?

We use specially modified 4x4 Land Cruisers with pop-up roofs for 360-degree wildlife viewing. Each vehicle is
equipped with high-powered binoculars, a first-aid kit, a fridge for cold drinks, and charging points for
cameras and phones.

Is it possible to visit a Maasai village during the trip?

Yes, on Day 5 or Day 6, we can arrange an optional visit to an authentic Maasai Boma. This is a great
opportunity to learn about their ancient culture, traditional dances, and unique way of life. A small entry fee
goes directly to the community.

How much should we budget for tipping the safari guide?

Tipping is a customary way to show appreciation for excellent service in Tanzania. As a general guideline, we
suggest USD 20 to USD 30 per day, per vehicle, which can be presented to the guide at the end of the safari.

What is the difference between a Luxury Camp and a Lodge?

A lodge is a permanent structure with solid walls, similar to a hotel in a wilderness setting. A luxury tented
camp features large walk-in canvas tents on wooden platforms with en-suite bathrooms and real beds,
allowing you to hear the sounds of the African night while still enjoying high comfort.
